Facilities Updates
It’s been a very busy fall, since there isn’t much Board related activities to report on in December, I’ll take advantage of the newsletter space to bring you up-to-date on facilities.

Flooring…the carpet & linoleum are gone in the office, bathrooms & changing areas and the flooring is now a mix of colored quartz sand (primarily blues) sealed in 3 coats of clear epoxy.  Some of the sand aggregate is exposed to create a non-skid surface. This was a $10,000 expense. 

Bldg. exterior…all of the vinyl siding and most metal trim has been replaced.  All walls, doors and trim have been painted to match the new materials.  The cost was offset by our hail insurance claim, they covered $8,000 and the Club paid the remaining $6,000.  

Mechanical room…I repaired deteriorating block & mortar in the filter room and had the painters put a coat of paint on the walls for the first time since the pool opened in 1968.
Bathrooms…the new flooring as it meets the walls is finished with a caulk rather than cove base.  The caulk was taped off to make a nice straight line, however cove base would not hide the grey caulk.  We scraped off the old cove base and adhesive from the walls and repainted those walls.  We also eliminated the 1980’s mauve feather painted walls in the women’s changing area. (Sorry ladies!)  Additionally, we painted the shower drain areas with grey epoxy paint that should be more durable.
Roof…we have 3 leaks around the edges of the roof along the front of the bldg. over the bathrooms.  We will be sealing the edges around the entire main bldg. as soon as weather permits.  (Note: the roof over the garage & awning were new in 2008)  I also met with our insurer last Friday to look at the main bldg. roof and they have agreed to pay for another aluminum coating since hail nicked the existing reflective material which would allow UV damage/drying out of the roof material.  Replacing this roof ($7900 was bid price in 2008) is already in budget planning, so we will be discussing whether to coat the roof again ($1800) or apply the settlement money to replacing the roof.   This is also considered an add-on to our original storm claim; therefore we will not have to pay another deductible.  FYI, we spent $900 last season for a leak over the women’s bathroom and $1800 to aluminum coat the bldg. in 2008 to buy some time before total replacement.  The new roof will be like the patio/garage area, which is a rubber membrane rather than another modified built up roof.
Misc stuff…The dying pine tree near the tennis court table area was cut down this week and the stump removed.
The freezer that had been in one of the changing stalls in the women’s bathroom has been relocated to the garage.  That open changing stall is being converted to a secured storage area for old files and swim team records.
The chlorine tank room walls were deteriorating from leaks in the chlorine lines over the years, the walls have been fixed and a coat of epoxy paint placed on the walls & floor that will withstand exposure to the chlorine.  The crew doing the bathroom floors included this in their price for the flooring. The door and jamb to the room was also replaced with a galvanized door ($1300).

The drinking fountain is being replaced with a chilled water unit ($1200), now you can get ice from the machine and fill your cups with the chilled water rather than wait in line at the snack bar.

We are going to push the pool painting until next fall to allow the existing paint to flake and chip away a little more.  In the spring, we’ll water blast bad areas & chips and apply a thinned coat of epoxy as needed to get through another season.  Repainting is approx. $9000.

The diving boards are on schedule to be shipped back to the manufacturer in Nevada for resurfacing after the 2012 season; this is a $3500 expense we incur every 3-5 years.  They strip the boards and examine for cracks before repainting…safety first!

There are a number of other things going on, like 18 lounges sent out for re-strapping & repairs; all bathroom commode flanges replaced as part of the flooring project so the teetering commodes are now stationary ($400); the OH garage door support post was replaced; glass in the display cabinets will be replaced; bike rack to be replaced with a 10 space rack; pool vacuum pump motor being replaced…
I’ve probably sufficiently bored you with my pool projects update; just want you to know where your dues money gets spent.

Financial report

Checking & savings are balanced with a $55,000 balance going into the new year.  The Board will meet in January to approve a budget and decide on any dues increase, members will be notified via the February newsletter which will also include the 2011 income and expense reports that are reported to IRS.
