Employment

Financial Report

Our 2010 end of year financial report is included in this newsletter for your review. Our income from stock sales are expected to be $12-15,000 less this season due to having no zero equity stocks, therefore any income from stock purchases will be offset by stock reimbursement to outgoing members.
